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 A Private School with a Public Mission 
Our school has stood proudly at 100 Broadway for 80 years, first as John 

Bapst High School, the Bangor areaõs only parochial secondary institu-

tion, and since 1980 as John Bapst Memorial High School, an independ-

ent, non-religious day school.   
 

The schoolõs evolution and Maineõs unusual system of òtown academiesó 

can make a simple question like òWhat is John Bapst?ó a challenge to 

answer.  One of ten private/public hybrids in the state, John Bapst serves 

a socio-economically and geographically diverse population of 470 students from nearly 50 towns, 

many too small to have their own high school.  Most students are publicly funded - at least to a 

point.  It also takes the generosity of parents, alumni, and friends of the school and the resourceful-

ness of faculty and staff to offer the highest-quality education to our students.  And we deliver qual-

ity at a per capita student cost of under $10,000 per year.    
 

At John Bapst itõs cool to be smart.  Supporting the talented student body is a faculty of 35  

individuals with a combined total of 1001 years of teaching experience.  Most have advanced  

degrees.  Seven are Advanced Placement graders or College Board test development committee 

members.  One is Maineõs Presidential award-winner for excellence in teaching mathematics.  The 

school acts as an academic magnet, with students who travel as far as a hundred miles a day to be 

part of an environment that challenges them with high expectations and collegiate goals.  In the 

classroom, worksheets are few and far between and critical thinking is prized.  In 2008, the 

schoolõs graduates will go on to attend the public universities of Maine - many in honors programs - 

and also will fan out to such distinguished colleges and universities as Bowdoin, Colby, Yale,  

Columbia, Dartmouth, Penn, Oberlin, RPI, and Swarthmore.   
 

John Bapst is also a school where itõs safe for students to be themselves - a comfortable, medium-

sized school students truly come to love - itõs a place where the personal touch has not been lost, 

where respect is mutual, and friendships are genuine.  Itõs a school of creativity, with room for  

musicians, artists, and actors to explore and grow without being forced into becoming one-

dimensional.  Over the years, music especially has become a signature program, and the schoolõs 

band, chamber and jazz ensembles, and choirs involve almost 200 students.   
 

Finally, John Bapst is a school of winners: state champions, regional contenders, and conference 
leaders; a school of individual stars and spirited teamwork; and a place where the norm is full  

involvement in the life of the school.   
 

Weõre not the biggest school in the country, and weõre not the most famous.  As members of the 

Class of 2008 head off to college, they will meet peers who will ask, òJohn Bapst?  Whereõs 

that?  Whatõs that?ó  I hope theyõll feel proud to say, òItõs in Bangor, Maine, and itõs a really good

John Bapst Academic Support 
 

The John Bapst Guidance Department provides students with a variety of services, programs and opportu-

nities that complement classroom instruction.  Grade-specific opportunities are plentiful, and there are 

school-wide activities throughout the year such as the popular Back-to-School Night.  This fun event famil-

iarizes parents with our historic building, and gives them a chance to meet our talented faculty and to get 

a feel for the classroom experience. 

 

Ninth Grade 

New Student Orientation allows new students to attend a mini-day of classes, without the distraction 

or anxiety of upperclassmen.  Classroom introductions are followed by the FYRST Picnic, an event 

planned and executed by the Student Senate.  After a picnic at a local park, team-building activities 

and games round out the afternoon. 

New Parent Orientation provides parents with information regarding the transition to high school and 

begins the long-range college planning process for their students. 

Developmental guidance is offered in three annual classroom visits giving all ninth graders informa-

tion to help with the transition to high school,  instruction in portfolio development, and introduction to 

the concept that beginning with grade nine "everything counts."  

Every ninth grader participates in Ethical Literacy training.  The day long problem solving training is 

facilitated by upper classmen who have been trained in concepts revolving around core values of hon-

esty, responsibility, respect, compassion, and fairness.  

 

Tenth Grade 

The PSAT and the PLAN, precursors to the SAT and the ACT, are administered. Test results are inter-

preted during classroom visits and individual student conferences. 

College Night for students and parents provides an introduction to the career selection and college 

selection process. 

Developmental guidance for sophomores also entails three annual classroom visits with information 

about testing, career and college research and choices. 

 

Eleventh Grade 

The PSAT is repeated in the fall, giving students another opportunity to take a national standardized 

test.  Top scoring students may qualify for the National Merit Scholarship Program.  

Counselors visit junior classes three times during the year with developmental instruction. Individual 

conferences continue and provide an opportunity to review and interpret test results.   

Every junior participates in an extensive conference that individualizes a college/career plan and as-

sists students in developing a list of prospective colleges. Follow up letters are sent to parents to 

share the information and the process.  

Students attend the Career Exploration Program sponsored by the John Bapst Parents' Association. 

College representatives from a wide variety of schools share information and answer student inquir-

ies. 

A Financial Aid Seminar provides guidance on locating and determining financial aid eligibility. 

The SAT and AP exams are administered in May. 

 

Twelfth Grade 

Individual student conferences and classroom visits support students as they finalize the college se-

lection and application process. Counselors carefully help students chose schools, prepare for visits 

and interviews, review applications, and ensure packages are complete and accurate. 

Visiting college representatives are available to share information and answer student inquiries. 

Senior Parent Night provides parents with a wide range of information on the college application proc-

ess, deadlines and timelines. 

A Financial Aid Seminar provides assistance on locating and determining financial aid eligibility.
